Workshop Descriptions
! Each workshop begins with all r egistrants hearing from an initial speaker who sets the tone for 
the session. After the Þrst hour , attendees choose one of two breakouts to attend. This choice provides 
registrants a way to hone their writing skills in a particular ar ea.

! The January 24, 2009 session is billed, ÒWhere Does the Story Start?Ó After hearing fr om Ana 
Manwaring  about where to start the story, attendees have a choice of breakout rooms to explore which 
point of view to tell the story fr om OR how to develop your characters. The breakout room sessions are 
presented by Darrend King Brown  and Robin Beeman , respectively.

! The January 31, 2009 session, entitled ÒStructuring a Story,Ó features Jordan Rosenfeld . Then 
attendees can chose breakout rooms to Þgure out how to write mor e realistic dialog or how to make 
your storyÕs setting work better. The two breakout rooms are facilitated by Shelley Singer  and Jean 
Hegland , respectively.

! The February 7, 2009 session is all about ÒPersonal Narrative,Ó led by Tiny Lights editor Susan 
Bono. After learning how to make your personal essay r ead like a story, attendees may choose to work 
with Becky Levine  to learn how to critique a manuscript or with Ransom Stephens to make your 
writing clear .
